After several dozen rejection letters, Brad finally found a teaching home where he taught second-graders not 
only reading, writing and math, but also about love and acceptance of all people.

Today, Brad still gets ejected from movie theaters and restaurants, but he is one of the most outgoing and positive 
people you will ever meet. He is cherished by his students, and he chairs a Relay for Life fundraising program for 
Georgia’s Cobb County. On a mission to encourage and inspire today’s youth, Brad Cohen is an inspiration to us all.
